Winter was harsher in Russia than here in the states but spring 
is now glorious in Rostov and Volgodonsk.  The Russians cel-
ebrate Easter one week after we do.  Pastor Drok is back in full 
swing as he oversees the outfitting and final construction of the 
Rostov Bible School facility.  Much of the hard labor has been 
volunteered by the churches and the drug rehab centers. 

With the North American Baptists denomination taking the 
financial lead coupled with funds from TBC and Russian 
Christians, it is hoped that 20 students can begin their two year 
studies this fall.  Pastor Drok along with his wife Leah are pray-
ing diligently as their heart is to plant a new Baptist church in 
the busy International Airport side of town.  Drok has been in 
touch with about 40 believers in starting this work.  This facil-
ity will also house the Moscow Seminary in Rostov.  

Please pray for Pastor Drok as he comtemplates a third term 
as Bishop and for the strengthening of the churches under his 
loving care.
